Making appropriations for the Departments of Labor, Health 

and Human Services, and Education, and related agen-

cies for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2018, and 

for other purposes. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and 5
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Education, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending 1

September 30, 2018, and for other purposes, namely: 2

TITLE I 3

DEPARTMENT OF LABOR 4

EMPLOYMENT AND TRAINING ADMINISTRATION 5

TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES 6

For necessary expenses of the Workforce Innovation 7

and Opportunity Act (referred to in this Act as ‘‘WIOA’’), 8

the Second Chance Act of 2007, and the National Appren-9

ticeship Act, $3,335,199,000, plus reimbursements, shall 10

be available. Of the amounts provided: 11

(1) for grants to States for adult employment 12

and training activities, youth activities, and dis-13

located worker employment and training activities, 14

$2,709,832,000 as follows: 15

(A) $815,556,000 for adult employment 16

and training activities, of which $103,556,000 17

shall be available for the period July 1, 2018 18

through June 30, 2019, and of which 19

$712,000,000 shall be available for the period 20

October 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019; 21

(B) $873,416,000 for youth activities, 22

which shall be available for the period April 1, 23

2018 through June 30, 2019; and 24
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(C) $1,020,860,000 for dislocated worker 1

employment and training activities, of which 2

$160,860,000 shall be available for the period 3

July 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019, and of 4

which $860,000,000 shall be available for the 5

period October 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019: 6

Provided, That the funds available for allotment to 7

outlying areas to carry out subtitle B of title I of the 8

WIOA shall not be subject to the requirements of 9

section 127(b)(1)(B)(ii) of such Act; and 10

(2) for national programs, $625,367,000 as fol-11

lows: 12

(A) $220,859,000 for the dislocated work-13

ers assistance national reserve, of which 14

$20,859,000 shall be available for the period 15

July 1, 2018 through September 30, 2019, and 16

of which $200,000,000 shall be available for the 17

period October 1, 2018 through September 30, 18

2019: Provided, That funds provided to carry 19

out section 132(a)(2)(A) of the WIOA may be 20

used to provide assistance to a State for state-21

wide or local use in order to address cases 22

where there have been worker dislocations 23

across multiple sectors or across multiple local 24

areas and such workers remain dislocated; co-25
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ordinate the State workforce development plan 1

with emerging economic development needs; and 2

train such eligible dislocated workers: Provided 3

further, That funds provided to carry out sec-4

tions 168(b) and 169(c) of the WIOA may be 5

used for technical assistance and demonstration 6

projects, respectively, that provide assistance to 7

new entrants in the workforce and incumbent 8

workers: Provided further, That notwithstanding 9

section 168(b) of the WIOA, of the funds pro-10

vided under this subparagraph, the Secretary of 11

Labor (referred to in this title as ‘‘Secretary’’) 12

may reserve not more than 10 percent of such 13

funds to provide technical assistance and carry 14

out additional activities related to the transition 15

to the WIOA; 16

(B) $50,000,000 for Native American pro-17

grams under section 166 of the WIOA, which 18

shall be available for the period July 1, 2018 19

through June 30, 2019; 20

(C) $81,896,000 for migrant and seasonal 21

farmworker programs under section 167 of the 22

WIOA, including $75,885,000 for formula 23

grants (of which not less than 70 percent shall 24

be for employment and training services), 25
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$5,517,000 for migrant and seasonal housing 1

(of which not less than 70 percent shall be for 2

permanent housing), and $494,000 for other 3

discretionary purposes, which shall be available 4

for the period July 1, 2018 through June 30, 5

2019: Provided, That notwithstanding any 6

other provision of law or related regulation, the 7

Department of Labor shall take no action lim-8

iting the number or proportion of eligible par-9

ticipants receiving related assistance services or 10

discouraging grantees from providing such serv-11

ices; 12

(D) $84,534,000 for YouthBuild activities 13

as described in section 171 of the WIOA, which 14

shall be available for the period April 1, 2018 15

through June 30, 2019; 16

(E) $88,078,000 for ex-offender activities, 17

under the authority of section 169 of the WIOA 18

and section 212 of the Second Chance Act of 19

2007, which shall be available for the period 20

April 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019: Provided, 21

That of this amount, $25,000,000 shall be for 22

competitive grants to national and regional 23

intermediaries for activities that prepare young 24

ex-offenders and school dropouts for employ-25
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ment, with a priority for projects serving high- 1

crime, high-poverty areas; 2

(F) $5,000,000 for the Workforce Data 3

Quality Initiative, under the authority of section 4

169 of the WIOA, which shall be available for 5

the period July 1, 2018 through June 30, 6

2019; and 7

(G) $95,000,000 to expand opportunities 8

relating to apprenticeship programs registered 9

under the National Apprenticeship Act, to be 10

available to the Secretary to carry out activities 11

through grants, cooperative agreements, con-12

tracts and other arrangements, with States and 13

other appropriate entities, which shall be avail-14

able for the period April 1, 2018 through June 15

30, 2019. 16

JOB CORPS 17

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 18

To carry out subtitle C of title I of the WIOA, includ-19

ing Federal administrative expenses, the purchase and 20

hire of passenger motor vehicles, the construction, alter-21

ation, and repairs of buildings and other facilities, and the 22

purchase of real property for training centers as author-23

ized by the WIOA, $1,699,155,000, plus reimbursements, 24

as follows: 25
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(1) $1,587,325,000 for Job Corps Operations, 1

which shall be available for the period July 1, 2018 2

through June 30, 2019; 3

(2) $79,500,000 for construction, rehabilitation 4

and acquisition of Job Corps Centers, which shall be 5

available for the period July 1, 2018 through June 6

30, 2021, and which may include the acquisition, 7

maintenance, and repair of major items of equip-8

ment: Provided, That the Secretary may transfer up 9

to 15 percent of such funds to meet the operational 10

needs of such centers or to achieve administrative ef-11

ficiencies: Provided further, That any funds trans-12

ferred pursuant to the preceding provision shall not 13

be available for obligation after June 30, 2019: Pro-14

vided further, That the Committees on Appropria-15

tions of the House of Representatives and the Sen-16

ate are notified at least 15 days in advance of any 17

transfer; and 18

(3) $32,330,000 for necessary expenses of Job 19

Corps, which shall be available for obligation for the 20

period October 1, 2017 through September 30, 21

2018: 22

Provided, That no funds from any other appropriation 23

shall be used to provide meal services at or for Job Corps 24

centers. 25
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COMMUNITY SERVICE EMPLOYMENT FOR OLDER 1

AMERICANS 2

To carry out title V of the Older Americans Act of 3

1965 (referred to in this Act as ‘‘OAA’’), $400,000,000, 4

which shall be available for the period April 1, 2018 5

through June 30, 2019, and may be recaptured and reobli-6

gated in accordance with section 517(c) of the OAA. 7

For payments during fiscal year 2018 of trade ad-9

(1) $2,637,600,000 from the Trust Fund is for 12

grants to States for the administration of State un-13

employment insurance laws as authorized under title 14

III of the Social Security Act (including not less 15

than $130,000,000 to conduct in-person reemploy-16

ment and eligibility assessments and unemployment 17

insurance improper payment reviews, and to provide 18

reemployment services and referrals to training as 19

appropriate, for claimants of unemployment insur-20

ance for ex-service members under 5 U.S.C. 8521 et.

the Treasury, is for grants to States in accordance 15

with section 6 of the Wagner-Peyser Act, and shall 16

be available for Federal obligation for the period 17

July 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019; 18

(4) $19,818,000 from the Trust Fund is for na-19

tional activities of the Employment Service, includ-20

ing administration of the work opportunity tax cred-21

it under section 51 of the Internal Revenue Code of 22

1986, and the provision of technical assistance and 23

staff training under the Wagner-Peyser Act; 24
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(5) $62,310,000 from the Trust Fund is for the 1

administration of foreign labor certifications and re-2

lated activities under the Immigration and Nation-3

ality Act and related laws, of which $48,028,000 4

shall be available for the Federal administration of 5

such activities, and $14,282,000 shall be available 6

for grants to States for the administration of such 7

activities; and 8

(6) $62,653,000 from the General Fund is to 9

provide workforce information, national electronic 10

tools, and one-stop system building under the Wag-11

ner-Peyser Act and shall be available for Federal ob-12

ligation for the period July 1, 2018 through June 13

30, 2019: 14

Provided, That to the extent that the Average Weekly In-15

sured Unemployment (‘‘AWIU’’) for fiscal year 2018 is 16

projected by the Department of Labor to exceed 17

2,246,000, an additional $28,600,000 from the Trust 18

Fund shall be available for obligation for every 100,000 19

increase in the AWIU level (including a pro rata amount 20

for any increment less than 100,000) to carry out title 21

III of the Social Security Act: Provided further, That 22

funds appropriated in this Act that are allotted to a State 23

to carry out activities under title III of the Social Security 24

Act may be used by such State to assist other States in 25
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carrying out activities under such title III if the other 1

States include areas that have suffered a major disaster 2

declared by the President under the Robert T. Stafford 3

Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act: Provided 4

further, That the Secretary may use funds appropriated 5

for grants to States under title III of the Social Security 6

Act to make payments on behalf of States for the use of 7

the National Directory of New Hires under section 8

453(j)(8) of such Act: Provided further, That the Sec-9

retary may use funds appropriated for grants to States 10

under title III of the Social Security Act to make pay-11

ments on behalf of States to the entity operating the State 12

Information Data Exchange System: Provided further, 13

That funds appropriated in this Act which are used to es-14

tablish a national one-stop career center system, or which 15

are used to support the national activities of the Federal- 16

State unemployment insurance, employment service, or 17

immigration programs, may be obligated in contracts, 18

grants, or agreements with States and non-State entities: 19

Provided further, That States awarded competitive grants 20

for improved operations under title III of the Social Secu-21

rity Act, or awarded grants to support the national activi-22

ties of the Federal-State unemployment insurance system, 23

may award subgrants to other States and non-State enti-24

ties under such grants, subject to the conditions applicable 25
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to the grants: Provided further, That funds appropriated 1

under this Act for activities authorized under title III of 2

the Social Security Act and the Wagner-Peyser Act may 3

be used by States to fund integrated Unemployment In-4

surance and Employment Service automation efforts, not-5

withstanding cost allocation principles prescribed under 6

the final rule entitled ‘‘Uniform Administrative Require-7

ments, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Fed-8

eral Awards’’ at part 200 of title 2, Code of Federal Regu-9

lations: Provided further, That the Secretary, at the re-10

quest of a State participating in a consortium with other 11

States, may reallot funds allotted to such State under title 12

in the consortium in order to carry out activities that ben-14

efit the administration of the unemployment compensation 15

law of the State making the request: Provided further, 16

That the Secretary may collect fees for the costs associ-17

ated with additional data collection, analyses, and report-18

ing services relating to the National Agricultural Workers 19

Survey requested by State and local governments, public 20

and private institutions of higher education, and nonprofit 21

organizations and may utilize such sums, in accordance 22

with the provisions of 29 U.S.C. 9a, for the National Agri-23

cultural Workers Survey infrastructure, methodology, and 24

data to meet the information collection and reporting 25
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needs of such entities, which shall be credited to this ap-1

propriation and shall remain available until September 30, 2

2019, for such purposes. 3

pants in plans terminated by the Corporation exceeds 25
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100,000 in fiscal year 2018, an amount not to exceed an 1

additional $9,200,000 shall be available through Sep-2

tember 30, 2019, for obligation for administrative ex-3

penses for every 20,000 additional terminated partici-4

pants: Provided further, That obligations in excess of the 5

amounts provided in this paragraph may be incurred for 6

unforeseen and extraordinary pretermination expenses or 7

extraordinary multiemployer program related expenses 8

after approval by the Office of Management and Budget 9

and notification of the Committees on Appropriations of 10

the House of Representatives and the Senate. 11

used under 5 U.S.C. 8104 by the Secretary to reimburse 9

an employer, who is not the employer at the time of injury, 10

for portions of the salary of a re-employed, disabled bene-11

ficiary: Provided further, That balances of reimbursements 12

unobligated on September 30, 2017, shall remain available 13

until expended for the payment of compensation, benefits, 14

and expenses: Provided further, That in addition there 15

shall be transferred to this appropriation from the Postal 16

Service and from any other corporation or instrumentality 17

required under 5 U.S.C. 8147(c) to pay an amount for 18

its fair share of the cost of administration, such sums as 19

the Secretary determines to be the cost of administration 20

for employees of such fair share entities through Sep-21

tember 30, 2018: Provided further, That of those funds 22

transferred to this account from the fair share entities to 23

pay the cost of administration of the Federal Employees’ 24
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Compensation Act, $71,188,000 shall be made available 1

to the Secretary as follows: 2

(1) For enhancement and maintenance of auto-3

mated data processing systems operations and tele-4

communications systems, $24,540,000; 5

(2) For automated workload processing oper-6

ations, including document imaging, centralized mail 7

intake, and medical bill processing, $22,968,000; 8

(3) For periodic roll disability management and 9

medical review, $21,946,000; 10

(4) For program integrity, $1,734,000; and 11

(5) The remaining funds shall be paid into the 12

Treasury as miscellaneous receipts: 13

Provided further, That the Secretary may require that any 14

person filing a notice of injury or a claim for benefits 15

under 5 U.S.C. 81, or the Longshore and Harbor Work-16

ers’ Compensation Act, provide as part of such notice and 17

claim, such identifying information (including Social Secu-18

rity account number) as such regulations may prescribe. 19

SPECIAL BENEFITS FOR DISABLED COAL MINERS 20

For carrying out title IV of the Federal Mine Safety 21

and Health Act of 1977, as amended by Public Law 107– 22

275, $54,319,000, to remain available until expended. 23

For making after July 31 of the current fiscal year, 24

benefit payments to individuals under title IV of such Act, 25
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for costs incurred in the current fiscal year, such amounts 1

as may be necessary. 2

For making benefit payments under title IV for the 3

first quarter of fiscal year 2019, $15,000,000, to remain 4

available until expended. 5

any proposed, pending, or future requirement or restric-22

tion on any legal consumer product, including its sale or 23

marketing, including but not limited to the advocacy or 24

promotion of gun control. 25
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SEC. 504. The Secretaries of Labor and Education 1

are authorized to make available not to exceed $28,000 2

and $20,000, respectively, from funds available for sala-3

ries and expenses under titles I and III, respectively, for 4

official reception and representation expenses; the Direc-5

tor of the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service is 6

authorized to make available for official reception and rep-7

resentation expenses not to exceed $5,000 from the funds 8

available for ‘‘Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service, 9

Salaries and Expenses’’; and the Chairman of the Na-10

tional Mediation Board is authorized to make available for 11

official reception and representation expenses not to ex-12

ceed $5,000 from funds available for ‘‘National Mediation 13

Board, Salaries and Expenses’’. 14

SEC. 505. When issuing statements, press releases, 15

requests for proposals, bid solicitations and other docu-16

ments describing projects or programs funded in whole or 17

in part with Federal money, all grantees receiving Federal 18

funds included in this Act, including but not limited to 19

State and local governments and recipients of Federal re-20

search grants, shall clearly state— 21

(1) the percentage of the total costs of the pro-22

gram or project which will be financed with Federal 23

money; 24
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(2) the dollar amount of Federal funds for the 1

project or program; and 2

(3) percentage and dollar amount of the total 3

costs of the project or program that will be financed 4

by non-governmental sources. 5

SEC. 506. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this 6

Act, and none of the funds in any trust fund to which 7

funds are appropriated in this Act, shall be expended for 8

any abortion. 9

(b) None of the funds appropriated in this Act, and 10

none of the funds in any trust fund to which funds are 11

appropriated in this Act, shall be expended for health ben-12

efits coverage that includes coverage of abortion. 13

(c) The term ‘‘health benefits coverage’’ means the 14

package of services covered by a managed care provider 15

or organization pursuant to a contract or other arrange-16

ment. 17

SEC. 507. (a) The limitations established in the pre-18

ceding section shall not apply to an abortion— 19

(1) if the pregnancy is the result of an act of 20

rape or incest; or 21

(2) in the case where a woman suffers from a 22

physical disorder, physical injury, or physical illness, 23

including a life-endangering physical condition 24

caused by or arising from the pregnancy itself, that 25
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would, as certified by a physician, place the woman 1

in danger of death unless an abortion is performed. 2

(b) Nothing in the preceding section shall be con-3

strued as prohibiting the expenditure by a State, locality, 4

entity, or private person of State, local, or private funds 5

(other than a State’s or locality’s contribution of Medicaid 6

matching funds). 7

(c) Nothing in the preceding section shall be con-8

strued as restricting the ability of any managed care pro-9

vider from offering abortion coverage or the ability of a 10

State or locality to contract separately with such a pro-11

vider for such coverage with State funds (other than a 12

State’s or locality’s contribution of Medicaid matching 13

funds). 14

(d)(1) None of the funds made available in this Act 15

may be made available to a Federal agency or program, 16

or to a State or local government, if such agency, program, 17

or government subjects any institutional or individual 18

health care entity to discrimination on the basis that the 19

health care entity does not provide, pay for, provide cov-20

erage of, or refer for abortions. 21

(2) In this subsection, the term ‘‘health care entity’’ 22

includes an individual physician or other health care pro-23

fessional, a hospital, a provider-sponsored organization, a 24

health maintenance organization, a health insurance plan, 25
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or any other kind of health care facility, organization, or 1

plan. 2

SEC. 508. (a) None of the funds made available in 3

this Act may be used for— 4

(1) the creation of a human embryo or embryos 5

for research purposes; or 6

(2) research in which a human embryo or em-7

bryos are destroyed, discarded, or knowingly sub-8

jected to risk of injury or death greater than that 9

allowed for research on fetuses in utero under 45 10

CFR 46.204(b) and section 498(b) of the Public 11

Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 289g(b)). 12

(b) For purposes of this section, the term ‘‘human 13

embryo or embryos’’ includes any organism, not protected 14

as a human subject under 45 CFR 46 as of the date of 15

the enactment of this Act, that is derived by fertilization, 16

parthenogenesis, cloning, or any other means from one or 17

more human gametes or human diploid cells. 18

SEC. 509. (a) None of the funds made available in 19

this Act may be used for any activity that promotes the 20

legalization of any drug or other substance included in 21

schedule I of the schedules of controlled substances estab-22

lished under section 202 of the Controlled Substances Act 23

except for normal and recognized executive-congressional 24

communications. 25
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(b) The limitation in subsection (a) shall not apply 1

when there is significant medical evidence of a therapeutic 2

advantage to the use of such drug or other substance or 3

that federally sponsored clinical trials are being conducted 4

to determine therapeutic advantage. 5

SEC. 510. None of the funds made available in this 6

Act may be used to promulgate or adopt any final stand-7

ard under section 1173(b) of the Social Security Act pro-8

viding for, or providing for the assignment of, a unique 9

health identifier for an individual (except in an individ-10

ual’s capacity as an employer or a health care provider), 11

until legislation is enacted specifically approving the 12

standard. 13

SEC. 511. None of the funds made available in this 14

Act may be obligated or expended to enter into or renew 15

a contract with an entity if— 16

(1) such entity is otherwise a contractor with 17

the United States and is subject to the requirement 18

in 38 U.S.C. 4212(d) regarding submission of an 19

annual report to the Secretary of Labor concerning 20

employment of certain veterans; and 21

(2) such entity has not submitted a report as 22

required by that section for the most recent year for 23

which such requirement was applicable to such enti-24

ty. 25
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SEC. 512. None of the funds made available in this 1

Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or in-2

strumentality of the United States Government, except 3

pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority pro-4

vided in, this Act or any other appropriation Act. 5

SEC. 513. None of the funds made available by this 6

Act to carry out the Library Services and Technology Act 7

may be made available to any library covered by para-8

graph (1) of section 224(f) of such Act, as amended by 9

the Children’s Internet Protection Act, unless such library 10

has made the certifications required by paragraph (4) of 11

such section. 12

SEC. 514. (a) None of the funds provided under this 13

Act, or provided under previous appropriations Acts to the 14

agencies funded by this Act that remain available for obli-15

gation or expenditure in fiscal year 2018, or provided from 16

any accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived 17

by the collection of fees available to the agencies funded 18

by this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure 19

through a reprogramming of funds that— 20

(1) creates new programs; 21

(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity; 22

(3) increases funds or personnel by any means 23

for any project or activity for which funds have been 24

denied or restricted; 25
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(4) relocates an office or employees; 1

(5) reorganizes or renames offices; 2

(6) reorganizes programs or activities; or 3

(7) contracts out or privatizes any functions or 4

activities presently performed by Federal employees; 5

unless the Committees on Appropriations of the House of 6

Representatives and the Senate are consulted 15 days in 7

advance of such reprogramming or of an announcement 8

of intent relating to such reprogramming, whichever oc-9

curs earlier, and are notified in writing 10 days in advance 10

of such reprogramming. 11

(b) None of the funds provided under this Act, or 12

provided under previous appropriations Acts to the agen-13

cies funded by this Act that remain available for obligation 14

or expenditure in fiscal year 2018, or provided from any 15

accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived by 16

the collection of fees available to the agencies funded by 17

this Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure 18

through a reprogramming of funds in excess of $500,000 19

or 10 percent, whichever is less, that— 20

(1) augments existing programs, projects (in-21

SEC. 515. (a) None of the funds made available in 11

this Act may be used to request that a candidate for ap-12

pointment to a Federal scientific advisory committee dis-13

close the political affiliation or voting history of the can-14

didate or the position that the candidate holds with re-15

spect to political issues not directly related to and nec-16

essary for the work of the committee involved. 17

(b) None of the funds made available in this Act may 18

be used to disseminate information that is deliberately 19

false or misleading. 20

SEC. 516. Within 45 days of enactment of this Act, 21

each department and related agency funded through this 22

Act shall submit an operating plan that details at the pro-23

gram, project, and activity level any funding allocations 24

for fiscal year 2018 that are different than those specified 25
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in this Act, the accompanying detailed table in the report 1

accompanying this Act, or the fiscal year 2018 budget re-2

quest. 3

SEC. 517. The Secretaries of Labor, Health and 4

Human Services, and Education shall each prepare and 5

submit to the Committees on Appropriations of the House 6

of Representatives and the Senate a report on the number 7

and amount of contracts, grants, and cooperative agree-8

ments exceeding $500,000 in value and awarded by the 9

Department on a non-competitive basis during each quar-10

ter of fiscal year 2018, but not to include grants awarded 11

on a formula basis or directed by law. Such report shall 12

include the name of the contractor or grantee, the amount 13

of funding, the governmental purpose, including a jus-14

tification for issuing the award on a non-competitive basis. 15

Such report shall be transmitted to the Committees within 16

30 days after the end of the quarter for which the report 17

is submitted. 18

SEC. 518. None of the funds appropriated in this Act 19

shall be expended or obligated by the Commissioner of So-20

cial Security, for purposes of administering Social Security 21

benefit payments under title II of the Social Security Act, 22

to process any claim for credit for a quarter of coverage 23

based on work performed under a social security account 24

number that is not the claimant’s number and the per-25
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formance of such work under such number has formed the 1

basis for a conviction of the claimant of a violation of sec-2

tion 208(a)(6) or (7) of the Social Security Act. 3

SEC. 519. None of the funds appropriated by this Act 4

may be used by the Commissioner of Social Security or 5

the Social Security Administration to pay the compensa-6

tion of employees of the Social Security Administration 7

to administer Social Security benefit payments, under any 8

agreement between the United States and Mexico estab-9

lishing totalization arrangements between the social secu-10

rity system established by title II of the Social Security 11

Act and the social security system of Mexico, which would 12

not otherwise be payable but for such agreement. 13

SEC. 520. Notwithstanding any other provision of 14

this Act, no funds appropriated in this Act shall be used 15

to purchase sterile needles or syringes for the hypodermic 16

injection of any illegal drug: Provided, That such limita-17

tion does not apply to the use of funds for elements of 18

a program other than making such purchases if the rel-19

evant State or local health department, in consultation 20

with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, de-21

termines that the State or local jurisdiction, as applicable, 22

is experiencing, or is at risk for, a significant increase in 23

hepatitis infections or an HIV outbreak due to injection 24
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drug use, and such program is operating in accordance 1

with State and local law. 2

SEC. 521. (a) None of the funds made available in 3

this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer 4

network unless such network blocks the viewing, 5

downloading, and exchanging of pornography. 6

(b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of 7

funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law 8

enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out crimi-9

nal investigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities. 10

SEC. 522. None of the funds made available under 11

this or any other Act, or any prior Appropriations Act, 12

may be provided to the Association of Community Organi-13

zations for Reform Now (ACORN), or any of its affiliates, 14

subsidiaries, allied organizations, or successors. 15

SEC. 523. For purposes of carrying out Executive 16

Order 13589, Office of Management and Budget Memo-17

randum M–12–12 dated May 11, 2012, and requirements 18

contained in the annual appropriations bills relating to 19

conference attendance and expenditures: 20

(1) the operating divisions of HHS shall be con-21

sidered independent agencies; and 22

(2) attendance at and support for scientific con-23

ferences shall be tabulated separately from and not 24

included in agency totals. 25
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SEC. 524. Federal agencies funded under this Act 1

shall clearly state within the text, audio, or video used for 2

advertising or educational purposes, including emails or 3

Internet postings, that the communication is printed, pub-4

lished, or produced and disseminated at U.S. taxpayer ex-5

pense. The funds used by a Federal agency to carry out 6

this requirement shall be derived from amounts made 7

available to the agency for advertising or other commu-8

nications regarding the programs and activities of the 9

agency. 10

SEC. 525. (a) Federal agencies may use Federal dis-11

cretionary funds that are made available in this Act to 12

carry out up to 10 Performance Partnership Pilots. Such 13

Pilots shall be governed by the provisions of section 526 14

of division H of Public Law 113–76, except that in car-15

rying out such Pilots section 526 shall be applied by sub-16

stituting ‘‘FISCAL YEAR 2018’’ for ‘‘FISCAL YEAR 2014’’ 17

in the title of subsection (b) and by substituting ‘‘Sep-18

tember 30, 2022’’ for ‘‘September 30, 2018’’ each place 19

it appears: Provided, That such pilots shall include com-20

munities that have experienced civil unrest. 21

(b) In addition, Federal agencies may use Federal 22

discretionary funds that are made available in this Act to 23

participate in Performance Partnership Pilots that are 24

being carried out pursuant to the authority provided by 25
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section 526 of division H of Public Law 113–76, section 1

524 of division G of Public Law 113–235, section 525 of 2

division H of Public Law 114–113, and section 525 of 3

division H of Public Law 115–31. 4

(c) Pilot sites selected under authorities in this Act 5

and prior appropriations Acts may be granted by relevant 6

agencies up to an additional 5 years to operate under such 7

authorities. 8

SEC. 526. Not later than 30 days after the end of 9

each calendar quarter, beginning with the first quarter of 10

fiscal year 2013, the Departments of Labor, Health and 11

Human Services and Education and the Social Security 12

Administration shall provide the Committees on Appro-13

priations of the House of Representatives and Senate a 14

quarterly report on the status of balances of appropria-15

tions: Provided, That for balances that are unobligated 16

and uncommitted, committed, and obligated but unex-17

pended, the quarterly reports shall separately identify the 18

amounts attributable to each source year of appropriation 19

(beginning with fiscal year 2012, or, to the extent feasible, 20

earlier fiscal years) from which balances were derived. 21

Act, $88,613,000 are hereby rescinded. 4

(RESCISSION) 5

SEC. 529. Of any available amounts appropriated 6

under section 301(b)(3) of Public Law 114–10, 7

$3,145,905,000 are hereby rescinded. 8

SEC. 530. Amounts deposited in the Child Enroll-9

ment Contingency Fund prior to the beginning of fiscal 10

year 2018 under section 2104(n)(2) of the Social Security 11

Act and the income derived from investment of those 12

funds pursuant to section 2104(n)(2)(C) of that Act, shall 13

not be available for obligation in this fiscal year. 14

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Departments of Labor, 15

Health and Human Services, and Education, and Related 16
